2010 J. Walter Juckett Scholar
1. Applicants for the J. Walter Juckett Scholar Award must have a full-time faculty appointment at the University of Vermont.  This award is not generally intended for beginning faculty members.  

2. Applications are limited to individuals participating in the new Environmental Carcinogenesis theme of the Vermont Cancer Center.   
Possible project areas include, but are not limited to, inflammation and cancer, carcinogenesis by environmental agents, DNA damage and repair, environmental factors and tumor progression, environmental agents and cell signaling in target tissues, stress response factors and phenotypic adaptation in response to therapeutics, epithelial-mesenchymal transition, biomarkers of inflammation or oxidative stress and cancer, obesity and cancer, and biomarkers of chemotherapeutic activity.  Cancer relevance and impact on program development will be important priorities in the review process.
3. All applications will be reviewed by the Lake Champlain Cancer Research Organization Scientific Advisory Committee.
4. Grants will be awarded on the basis of scientific merit, need, relevance to VCC programmatic initiatives, and potential for further funding.
5. The grant will be for $75,000 for the two (2) year period.  It is non-renewable. 

6. The funds may be used at the discretion of the awardee except as noted under allowable costs or elsewhere in this document.

7. The awardee will be expected to present their research in a VCC lecture/seminar and may be asked to give a lay presentation to the LCCRO Board at its annual or mid-year meeting.

8. Reports:  Over the two-year award period there will be progress reports due on the following intervals: October 2010, May 2011, October 2011, and a final report is due in May 2012.  These dates are subject to change based on the LCCRO Board meeting dates, award recipients will be notified of revised dates as changes are made. Progress reports should be limited to 1-2 pages and include a 150-200 word lay summary.  The final report should be limited to 2-5 pages and include a 150-200 word lay summary.  The reports should follow the NIH Terminal Progress Report format.  The recipient will be notified of specific due dates of the progress reports and final report to accommodate LCCRO board meeting dates.
9. Publications:  Publications resulting from research supported by this mechanism must contain an acknowledgment such as "Aided by a grant from the Vermont Cancer Center and the Lake Champlain Cancer Research Organization.”  Send two copies of every article with the appropriate acknowledgement to:
