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2009 J. Walter Juckett Postdoctoral Fellowship

Application Instructions & Guidelines


The J. Walter Juckett Postdoctoral Fellowship is made biannually to an outstanding young investigator having expertise in one of the Vermont Cancer Center’s (VCC) major research areas:  Genome Stability & Expression, Cell Signaling & Growth Control, Experimental Therapeutics, Cancer prevention and Control and Cancer Genetics.  The fellowship was created in 1995 to honor the memory of Mr. J. Walter Juckett of Hudson Falls, New York.  Mr. Juckett was a good friend and generous benefactor of the VCC.  He founded the Lake Champlain Cancer Research Organization in 1979, which provides major support to the VCC.

The Fellowship is for two years and provides salary and fringe benefits* support of up to $50,000 per year.  The Fellowship may be supplemented from other sources.  Actual salary is set in consultation with the fellow’s mentor but may be no less than $30,000 in Year 1 and $32,000 in Year 2.  

Candidates must be U.S. citizens, permanent residents or a non-citizen holding a J-1 or H visa. Applicants must be eligible to work in the U.S., must have completed a Ph.D. or M.D. or other doctoral degree at the time of the award and not have been a fellow for more than five years at the time of the award.   The applicant must have a mentor who is a Cancer Center Member and whose research focus falls into one of the VCC major research areas.  

To apply, send curriculum vitae, a description of research interest/experience, a research proposal (not to exceed five (5) pages) and three letters of reference, one of which must be from your proposed mentor.
Submit the original and twelve (12) double-sided copies of your application along with one electronic PDF copy. The original application should be single-sided and single-spaced with type no smaller that 10-point.  Submit the application, May 6, 2009, no later than 3:00 pm to:
