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2009 J. Walter Juckett Postdoctoral Fellowship Criteria

The review criteria focus on four main components: 

Candidate: An assessment of the candidate's previous academic and research performance and the potential to become an important contributor to biomedical, behavioral, or clinical science. 

Sponsor and Training Environment: An assessment of the quality of the training environment and the qualifications of the sponsor as a mentor for the proposed research training experience. 

Career Development/Research Plan: The merit of the scientific proposal and its relationship to the candidate's career plans. 

Training Potential: An assessment of the value of the proposed fellowship experience as it relates to the candidate's needs in preparation for a career as an independent researcher.

Recipient Reporting Criteria:

Reports: 
A progress report is due every six (6) months during the award period.  A final report is due within sixty (60) days of completion of the award.

· Progress reports should be limited to 1-2 pages and include a 150-200 word lay summary.  
· The final report should be limited to 2-5 pages and include a 150-200 word lay summary.  The final report should follow the NIH Terminal Progress Report format.  
· You will be notified of specific due dates of the progress reports and final report to accommodate LCCRO board meetings.
· Availability of award funding may be delayed or cancelled if recipients fail to meet progress report deadlines, comply with award guidelines or fail to meet proposed project goals and timelines.
Presentations: You may be expected to present your research at a VCC lecture/seminar and you may be asked to give a lay presentation to the LCCRO Board at its annual or mid-year meeting.
